Arrive at Delhi International Airport, Meeting & Greeting upon on arrival and transfer to
hotel. Overnight at hotel.

AeHb 2 AeAn

After breakfast, Full day sightseeing tour of Delhi.
Visiting New Delhi:

Aenan: Capital of modern India. Many dynasties and rulers have flourished on its regal soil
over the last 300 years. The legacy still survives in many monuments varying from the 13th century
mausoleum of the Lodi Kings to the buildings of British India’s Imperial past like the Parliament House
and the Presidential Estate.

Paa>krart (Rajghat ) (TaHan MemopuaA): The mortal remains of Mahatma Gandhi were
cremated on this spot on the west bank of the river Yamuna on the evening of January 31, 1948. A
simple open platform inscribed with the Mahatma'’s last words, ‘Hey Ram’ (Oh God) is set in a garden
with fountains and a variety of exotic trees.

KpacHbih ®opt (cHapysku): Popularly known as The Lal Quila (Lal ie. red and Quila
ie.fort), stands strong on the banks of the river Yamuna as an irregular octagon. It is surrounded by a
wall of about 2.4 Kilometers in circumferences and is built of Red Sandstone.

Ad>xyma Maca>kut (Jamma Masjid ): This great mosque of Old Delhi is the largest in In-
dia, with a courtyard capable of holding 25,000 devotees. It was begun in 1644 and ended up being
the final architectural extravagance of Shah Jahan, the Mughal emperor who built the Taj Mahal and
the Red Fort. The highly decorative mosque has three great gates, four towers and two 40 m-high
minarets constructed of strips of red sandstone and white marble. Enjoy Rickshaw Ride in Chandi
Chowk.

In the Afternoon visit New Delhi:

KyTta6 Munap (Qutab Minar ): Qutab Minar is a soaring, 73 m-high tower of victory,
built in 1193 by Qutab-ud-din Aibak immediately after the defeat of Delhi’s last Hindu kingdom.
The tower has five distinct storeys, each marked by a projecting balcony and taper from a 15 m
diameter at the base to just 2.5 m at the top. The first three storeys are made of red sandstone; the
fourth and fifth storeys are of marble and sandstone.

Moruaa Xymaiiyna (Humayun’s Tomb ): The Mughals brought with them a love for
gardens, fountains and water. The first mature example of Mughal architecture in India, Humayun's
Tomb was built by the emperor’s grieving widow, Haji Begum in 1565 AD. Constructed with red
sandstone and ornamented marks the beginning of a new tradition of ornate style, which culmi-
nated in the Taj Mahal of Agra. Designed by the Persian architect, Mirza Ghyas, Humayun’s Tomb
shows a marked shift from the Persian tradition of using coloured tiles for ornamentation.

Bopota MHauu (India Gate ): Built as a memorial to commemorate the 70,000 India sol-
diers killed in World War |, India Gate was designed by Sir Edwin Lutyens and completed in 1931.
Located on Rajpath, the road that leads to the magnificent Rashtrapati Bhawan, the gate is 160 feet
high with an arch of 138 feet. Built from sandstone, the arch also houses the Eternal Flame, a gesture
in memory of the Indian soldiers who laid their lives in the 1971 war with Pakistan. Also drive past
President’s House, Parliament House and Government Secretariat Buildings. Overnight at Hotel.
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AeHb 3 AeAn B MaHaasy ( Mandawa ) (275 kM / 5 -4acos esabl )
After breakfast, Drive to Mandawa and check-in at the hotel. In the afternoon sightsee-

ing tour. Overnight at Hotel.

AeHb 4 Manaasa - bukaHep (Mandawa -Bikaner ) ( 165 KM/ 4 - 4acoB esabl )
After breakfast, Drive to Bikaner and check-in at the hotel. In the afternoon sightseeing
tour. Overnight at Hotel.

AeHb 5 BukaHepa - Akancaamep (Bikaner - Jaisalmer) ( 330 km/ 7 - 4acoB e3Abl)
After breakfast, Drive to Jaisalmer and check-in at the hotel. Rest of the day free. Over-
night at Hotel.

AeHb 6 A>kaicaamep (Jaisalmer )

After breakfast proceed for full day sightseeing tour of Jaisalmer. Visit the Jaisalmer Fort
- The oldest living Fort in the world. See the Patwon-Ki-Havelies, Salim-Singh-Ki-Haveli and Gandhi
Sagar Tank. Also visit Barabagh Hill. Overnight at the Hotel.

AeHb 7 A>kaicaamepa - A>koaxnyp (Jaisalmer - Jodhpur) ( 265 km/ 6 - 4acos e3aAbl)
After breakfast, Proceed for Jodhpur. Upon arrival check in at hotel. Overnight at the
Hotel.

AeHb 8 Axcoaxnyp (Jodhpur)

After breakfast, Morning go for a village safari in the jeep and have a rare glimpse into
the rich culture and true essence of India. Abundant wildlife (game) and memorable moments of the
great desert landscape fascinates one while driving along the countryside.
